For the first four weeks of this term 

students in Grade 1/2 learnt  the 

necessary skills of soccer and how to 

incorporate these skills into game 

situations. These skills included  dribbling  

the soccer ball , which entailed kids to 

stop the ball on command and 

change directions. Students learnt how 

to pass the soccer ball using the inside 

of their feet and striking (kicking goals 

from a 1 -2 meter distance)  

In the last session of clinics, students 

played a mini game of soccer, 

focussing on skills lear nt throughout the 

past couple of weeks (Dribbling, 

passing, striking, throwing the ball in 

and making space/defending)  

All the Grade 1/2 students thoroughly 

enjoyed these sessions.  

 

Students in STEM classes have been learning the 

importance of programming and how this impacts the 

use of technology devices. From Grades 1 -6, students 

have been participating in unplugged activities (not 

using computers/devices), where they have to create  

codes in order to manipulate an algorithm.  

Pupils have displayed a great interest in STEM classes 

and enjoy solving/creating various algorithms.
